DOG FOULING IN WITCHAM
Most dog owners in Witcham act responsibly and clear up after their dogs but the Parish Council is
currently receiving an increasing number of complaints about the few dog owners who do not bother.
Dog faeces are unpleasant and may contain harmful micro-organisms that can cause severe illness
to humans.
We have had complaints about :
Dog fouling along High Street and Silver Street from several residents.

A certain dog owner who was observed covering the dog mess with leaves rather than picking
up.

Certain houses where the occupants are known to release their dogs under the cover of dark-
ness, to relieve themselves in the street.

These situations have been reported to the Enforcement Officer at East Cambs who has informed
us that any unsupervised dog can be classed as a stray and is liable to be seized. Those who fail to
pick up after their dog has performed in a public place are liable to be given a fixed penalty notice. It
doesn’t matter whether it is on grass or not. East Cambs Officers will be monitoring from now on
and action taken. Please help us to keep our streets clean and our children safe.
